
BLUE ISLAND

MATERIAL 

10 balls of Vasto by Laines Du Nord - 100% Italian
Merino Wool - 50 gr 125 mt - Color 004 Night Blue

4.50 circular needle in 60/80 cm and 40 cm cable

Cable needle

Stitch holder, knife, sew needle

MEASURES 

The pattern is knitted in 48 EU Size

Chest 105/108 cm

SAMPLE 

10 x 10 cm = 17 sts. x 24 rows



LEAVES SHAWL

MATERIALS
Soft Lino by Laines du Nord 4 x 50g  balls of color 22 (yellow)
US4/3.5 circular needle 80cm in length.
US4/3.5 crochet-hook (optional)

ABBREVIATIONS
RS = right side of work
WS = wrong side of work
M = marker
st/sts = stitch/stitches
inc = increase
k = knit
yf = yarn forward
tog. = together
rep. = repeat
p = purl
foll. = follow / following
beg. = begin / beginning
Skpo: slip 1, knit 1, pass slipped stitch over knit st.
Sk2p: slip 1, knit 2tog, pass slipped stitch over knit sts.

INSTRUCTIONS
Using US4/3.5mm circular needles cast on 57sts and work as 
follows:
Row 1 (RS): Knit to end, turn and cast on 3sts.  [60 sts]
Row 2: Purl to end, turn and cast on 3sts. [63sts]
NOTE
At beg and end of every row work 2sts in garter st. (= 2 selvages 
on both sides of shawl). 
The yf are the increases of the shawl.
Stocking stitch piece
Row 1 (RS): K2sts, yf, K1, yf, place 1st Marker after yf, K1, place 
2nd Marker after knit st., yf, K to last 4sts, yf, place 3rd Marker 
after the yf, K1, place 4th M after knit st.,yf, K1, yf, K2sts. [6sts. 
Increased total 69sts]
Row 2: K2sts, yf, purl all sts. (yf included) until 2sts before the 
end, move the Marker in same position as previous row, yf, K2sts.  
[2sts increased, total 71sts]
Row 3: K2sts, yf, knit all sts. (yf included) until 1st Marker, yf, 
move 1st Marker after the yf, K1, move 2nd Marker after the knit 
st, yf, knit all sts until 3rd Marker, yf before the Marker, move 3rd 
Marker after the yf, K1, move 4th Marker after knit st, knit all sts. 
(yf included) until 2sts before the end, yf, K2sts. [6sts increased.  
[Total  77sts]
Row 4: K2sts yf, purl all sts. (yf included) until 2sts before the end, 
move the Marker in same position as previous row, yf, K2sts.  
[2sts increases. Total 79sts]

Rep the last 2 rows until 38 rows worked.  Total 219sts.
Remove all the Markers and from here work only side increases.
Lace Panel
Row 1 (RS): K2sts, yf, knit all sts until last 2sts, yf before last 2 sts, 
K2sts.
Row 2: As row 1.
Row 3: As row 1.
Row 4: K2sts, yf, purl all sts until last 2sts, yf before last 2 sts, 
K2sts. [227sts]
Row 5: K2sts, yf, K1, [yf, K2tog] until last 2sts, yf before last 2 sts, 
K2sts.
Note: At the end of row 5 and before last yf do no work single K1 
because there’s odd number of sts.
Row 6: K2sts, yf, purl all sts (yf included) until last 2sts, yf before 
last 2 sts, K2sts.
Row 7: K2sts, yf, knit all sts until last 2 sts, yf before the last 2sts, 
K2sts.  [233 sts]
Row 8: K2 sts, purl all sts until last 2sts, K2sts.
Lace pattern
Row 1: (RS): K2sts, yf, knit all sts until last 2sts, yf, K2sts. [235 sts]
Row 2 and all foll alt rows: K2sts, purl to the last 2sts, K2sts.
Row 3: K2sts, yf, K1, K2tog, yf, K1, * yf, skpo, K9, K2tog, yf, K1, 
rep rom *until last 5sts, then work yf, skpo, K1, yf, K2sts.
Row 5: K2sts, yf, K1, K2tog, K1, yf, K1, * yf, K1, skpo, K7, K2tog, 
K1, yf, K1, rep from *  until last 6sts, then work yf, K1, skpo, K1, 
yf, K2sts.
Row 7: K2sts, yf, K1, K2tog, K2, yf, K1, * yf, K2, skpo, K5, K2tog, 
K2, yf, K1, rep from * until last 7sts, then work yf, K2, skpo, K1, 
yf, K2sts.
Row 9: K2sts, yf, K1, K2tog, K3, yf, K1, * yf, K3, skpo, K3, K2tog, 
K3, yf, K1,  rep until last 8sts, then work yf, K3, skpo, K1, yf, K2sts.
Row 11: K2sts, yf, K1, K2tog, K4, yf, K1, * yf, K4, skpo, K1, K2tog, 
K4, yf, K1, rep from * until last 9sts, then work yf, K4, skpo, K1, 
yf, K2 sts.
Row 13: K2sts, yf, K1, K2tog, K5, yf, K1, * yf, K5, sk2po, K5, yf, K1, 
rep from * until last 10 sts, then work yf, K5, skpo, K1, yf, K2sts.
Row 14: K2sts, purl until last 2sts, K2sts.
Rep rows 1 to 14 five times more.
Row 85 (RS): K2sts, yf, * K4, yf, rep from * until last 2 sts, K2sts.
Row 86: K2sts, purl until last 2sts, K2sts.
Rep rows 1 to rows 7 of lace pattern
Last row (WS): Knit to end.
Cast off.  
If you like, using the crochet-hook, you can give the finishing 
touch to the shawl working 1 row in double crochet around it.
